In Literary Arts, students learn to crit ica l ly appreciate 

a range of l iterary works from the point of view of a 

writer, whi le ideating and creating orig inal works. They 

wi l l  explore a range of l iterary forms such as prose, 

poetry, and drama, as wel l as a variety of writing forms, 

l ike short stories, p layscripts, creative non-fiction and 

different types of poetry.

 

Students in the programme wil l learn the conventions 

and techniques of each form to understand how to 

apply these in their own writing. They wi l l  a lso learn to 

d iscuss and reflect on the choices they make in writing 

and editing.

 

By the end of the programme, Literary Arts students 

wi l l  be empowered to tel l their orig inal stories in 

d ifferent mediums and understand that creative

writing is an art form that constantly evolves.

Besides developing a strong foundation in 2D-artmaking, students wil l also be adept at 

working with 3D art and digital mediums. Through experimentation and imagination,  

they wi l l  learn to harness their artistic impulses for creative outcomes.

 

Students wi l l  gain knowledge and understanding in the formal , theoretical , and 

h istorical aspects of visual arts , and expand their analytical and crit ica l abi l it ies in 

art practice, art theory, and art h istory.

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Literature in Engl ish seeks to create wel l-rounded 

learners who are equipped for the future.

 

Students wi l l  explore local and global writing. This wi l l 

ground them in issues concerning Singapore society 

whi le exposing them to universal concerns. Through 

developing a sensitiv ity to the nuances of 

language, students identify and explore d ifferent ways 

in which texts convey complex ideas. They learn about 

empathy, compassion, and interpersonal relationships 

through individual and col laborative work . At the same 

time, students a lso make connections within and 

between texts and contexts, whi le expressing their 

thoughts in speech and writing. 

 

This prepares students with ski l ls such as l inguistic 

precis ion and effective, persuasive communication, 

which are increasingly important in our complex world .

In the IB Diploma Programme, students choose  

to offer Literature or Language and Literature at 

either the Higher or Standard Levels , or Literature and 

Performance at the Standard Level .

Literature a l lows students to explore the nature 

of l iterature, and the aesthetic function of l iterary 

language whi le in Language and Literature, students 

study a wide range of l iterary and non-l iterary texts in 

a variety of media . Literature and Performance a l lows 

students to combine l iterary analysis with performance 

to further develop their understanding of dramatic 

l iterature.
